T his charming 1930s Tudor English Cottage  is 
located in the Vollintine Evergreen Historic 

District.  The red brick, cut stone and stucco façade has a 
deep three-quarters porch with wide stone columns. An 

arched entry leads to the center paneled multi-light door, 
and the 12/1 diamond light windows are typical of the 

Tudor Revival style. The house was built as part of  
Foster and Stevenson’s Colonial Gardens Subdivision, 

bounded by Vollintine, McLean, Jackson and University.
